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The floor was opened for discussion. Richard Coates, MDWS, stated he served as chair of
the AWWA Backfiow Prevention Committee when M-14 was being revised and has been
actively involved in Florida’s backflow prevention efforts. He has reviewed the information and
recommends against the position that was approved at the last meeting — to oppose FDEP’s
interpretation of FAC 62-555.360. He suggested that it might look bad for SEFLUC to go
against the AWWA industry standard. Tom Miller asked Richard if, in all his years, he had
ever known of a public health event as a result of not having RPZs. Richard said no.

After extensive discussion, there was general agreement for SEFLUC to support the FDEP
Workgroup, recommend that utility representatives with backflow/cross connection control
experience be placed on the Workgroup, and list our concerns.

Motion by Tom Miller, Paim Beach County Water Utllity:

SEFLUC to write a letter to FDEP Secretary Mike Sole (with the appropriate cc’s)
in support of the new cross connection control workgroup being established by
FDEP, promoting the importance of protecting public health through adequate
safeguards to the public drinking water system, requesting that at least one
current public utility employee with backflow/cross connection experience be
appointed, and advising of our many concerns that need to be addressed
(technical, financial, etc.)

Second by Lisa Wilson-Davis, Boca Raton Utility Services.
Motion passed unopposed.

4. Back to the Main Event:

“Planning for Success: Managing Water Efficiency Options”
Lloyd Hathcock, Director of Program Development, Niagara Conservatiori Corporation,

Lioyd was introduced to the group and mentioned his prior position with the City of North
Miami Beach. His presentation included an overview of what we knew then, what we
know now, where are we going, how do we get there, what are the benefits, and what's
next? It was noted that the presentation was consistent with the SFWMD’s water
consgervation efforts and water efficiency planning. Hector thanked Lloyd for coming and
there was a brief discussion of how Niagara can be of assistance to utilities as they
develop and impiement their conservation plans.

5. Updates:

a. Randy Brown, Pompano Beach, gave a brief update of the SFWMD Proposed Water

Conservation Program Plan; he and Paul Mattausch of Collier County, worked on
defining unaccounted for water and non-revenue water in the program with the District.
They continue to look out for the best interests of the Utilities on this committee.

. Lisa Wison-Davis reported on the SFWMD Proposed Mandatory Year-Round Water

Conservation Rule:



> Versio?d5 of draft rule is expected to be posted on the SFWMD website between July 21
and 23".

» Two amendments (08-06-20 40E-2 and 08-08-20 40E-20) were added and they create a
general permit by rule for homeowners. This action was taken to address the District’s
regulatory authority to develop permanent restrictions. Because the year-+ound
restrictions will be imposed on permit holders, the primary responsibility for enforcement
will lie with the District. There is a provision for other governmental agencies to adopt the
restrictions by code and therefore have jurisdiction to enforce.

» FSAWWAUC and FWEAUC have been coordinating their efforts in providing comments
regarding the rulemaking to the WMDs to ensure a unified voice is heard. Both Utility
Councils oppose restrictions on reclaimed water, support the need for a public information
component in the plan, and support rules that are developed as a result of data that is
valid and quantifiable.

» The “Matrix” — was prepared by the FSAWWAUC to compare and contrast the 5 WMD’s
landscape imrigation rule activities.

» A statement of regulatory cost as a result of the rule for the SFWMD will be presented by
staff at the August WRAC and Governing Board meeting.

» Rule Development Public Workshop will be held July 30, 2008 at 2:30pm in the SFWMD
Building B Auditorium.

6. Other Discussion:
a. Jesus Rodriguez, SFWMD, re the Year-Rourkd Water Conservation Rule: noted that local
governments will have the option of passing local ordinances that they can enforce, collect the
fees and grant variances; however, local ordinances cannot be less stringent than SFWMD.
In response to why the general permit rule was being developed — someone in the audience
(not SFWMD) stated: “it's so they can get around the issue of not having purview over
reclaimed water.” Jesus also noted that the SIP project review was completed on July 7 and
will go to the Goveming Board in August. Total funding approved was just under $1.1M.

b. There was some discussion re what utilities will attend the July 23 (Tallahassee) and July
30 (Oriando) FDEP workshops on the Triennial Review of State Surface Water Quality
Standards. July 30 workshop conflicts with the next Rule workshop mentioned above. Need
to make sure there are adequate utility representatives at all meetings. Email to Charlotte.

¢. Julie Leonard requested that the Bylaws Sub-Commiittee appear on the Agenda. Her sub-
committee is made up of Jean Dupuis, Coconut Creek and Joel Wassarman, City of
Hollywood. They have met once and anticipate completing their update by the next meeting.

d. Hector announced that we are looking at utilizing the SEFLUC web site more actively;
instead of so many Emails, etc., perhaps investigate how we can post information, minutes,
other docs on the site and just send a brief Email to ai members. More to come.

a. Jennifer Jurado, Ph.D., Director, Natural Resources Planning and Management Division,
Broward County Environmental Protection and Growth Management Department was
introduced. Jennifer gave a brief overview of the recently created Broward Water
Resource Task Force. The implementing resolution is being passed by the various cities;
membership is spread across a wide variety of organizations; the Task Force has one year
to make recommendations for regional options for more efficient management of the
County’s water resources. Toni Edwards was introduced and welcomed.

a. FS/AWWA Utility Council and FWEA Utility Council will hold joint meetings in Kissimmee
on August 1, 2008.

b. Charlotte announced the next meeting on August 11, 2008 will follow a FS/AWWA —
